Gas Cylinder SRR SRR Step 2: Insert the 5 casters (5) into the outer holes on the base (4).

(Note: Optional fixed glides can be purchased separately.)

Step 3:  Slide the Footring (if purchased) over the bottom of the Gas Cylinder, then
insert the large bottom end of the Cylinder into the center hole on the Base.

Step 4:  Connect the mechanism (2) with the Seat Top (1) by using the 4 x M8 x 14mm
screws (6) and tighten.

Step 5:  Place the Seat Top (1) with Mechanism (2) on top of the Gas Cylinder (3) and
make sure the top of the Gas Cylinder has been properly fitted into the hole of
seat Mechanism.

Step 6:  Insert the Back Rest J-Bar (7) through the rear slot of mechanism, tighten it up
by turning the knob, and cover the J-Bar’s bottom hole with the round plastic
cap (if the height needs to be adjusted further the plastic cap can be moved to
the second hole). Tum the knob clockwise to lock the backrest in place.
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Mechanism Adjustment Functions:

(A) Back Rest Height: Loosen locking knob (A) by turning to the left, adjust back rest
height, then turn knob to the right to tighten.

(B) Seat Height: Lift the 1st lever on the left (B), let the seat rise or lower to the desired
height, then release the lever.

(C) Back Angle/incline: Pull up on the 2nd lever on the left (C), adjust the Back Rest
to the desired angle, then push the lever back down to lock the Back Rest in at the
desired angle.

(D) Seat Splay: Turn adjustment knob (D) to the left to release the lock, spread seat
halves to desired splay, and re-tighten lock by turning to the right..

(E) Seat Posture/Tilt Angle: Pull up the right lever (E) to release the mechanism, then
push lever down to lock the mechanism in place at the desired tilt angle.

(F) Footring Height (if equipped): Loosen locking knob (F) by tuming it to the left,
raise or lower footring to desired height, tighten lock by turning to the right.
